Crafted from exotic Santos Rosewood, with inlays of Ripple Sycamore and White Sycamore, these high—
gloss Linley cases have been created to embrace a quintet of prestigious wines — one bottle from each First
Growth Chateau. The wines are displayed through the reinforced glass top which is framed by polished
nickel stringing. The interior is lined with White Sycamore and cream suede and has a removable sycamore
stand which the bottles rest on. Polished nickel handles are externally affixed to each end of the case and
the lid is secured by a lock and key. The front and rear feature inlayed and intertwined strands of Sycamore
marquetry. These intricate twirling designs create the signature double helix motif of the Linley Helix Col-
lection.
